Available On-Site and Online.  This advanced graduate certificate program
prepares counselors to practice counseling in secular and/or faith-based
settings through gaining additional skills in psychospiritual therapeutic
accompaniment. A Masters degree in counseling or Ministry/Divinity/
Theology is a prerequisite for this certificate. Five courses comprise the
certificate with one of these courses to include a one semester practicum
and/or internship supervision experience.

CURRICULUM
This advanced graduate certificate program prepares counselors to
practice in faith-based settings. A master's degree in counseling or
divinity/ministry is a prerequisite for this certificate. Five courses
comprise this certificate program courses, chosen in consultation with
the academic advisor based on the student’s background.
